Anecdotally, based on our historical data, today’s
percentage of glass in the recycling is almost %2 of what it
was 10 to 12 years ago.

Messaging to the customer:
e Rinsed (all jurisdictions)
e No lids (all jurisdictions)
e Color reference (all but two jurisdictions)
e Shape reference (all jurisdictions)
o Size reference (one jurisdiction)
e Labels ok (one jurisdiction)
e Photos (all but one jurisdiction)

e No’s : Broken glass, ceramics, light bulbs, mirrors, vases,
window or plate glass (all but two jurisdictions include these no’s)

e Special messaging in jurisdictions that do not accept
curbside.



Glass in Southwest WA

Collected the same as other materials?

e Yes - 3 jurisdictions

All mixed in singlestream

e No - Qjurisdictions
1 mixed with containers only curbside

3 separate bin curbside
5 drop-off sites

Does it provide revenue or is it only a cost?

e Revenue - O (1 jurisdiction received revenue before market crash)
e No cost sharing — 2

e Norevenue - 1
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
