10:30 Oversight of Status and Trends Monitoring 

 A scope of work based on decisions made by the Stormwater Work Group and this Committee over the past 

several months has been written and distributed to the parties who will be conducting the monitoring: USGS, 

King County, Thurston County, Skagit County, and Manchester Environmental Laboratory.  

 On Wednesday, September 3, the “RSMP Stream Monitoring Team” had its first conference call. These calls will 

continue at least monthly and more often as needed to coordinate the monitoring. Roles and responsibilities are: 

o Skagit and Thurston Counties will be conducting the monthly water quality monitoring only.  

o King County will conduct monitoring at all sites in King County and some in southern Snohomish 

County; their lab will also do analyses for water quality on the eastern side of Puget Sound. 

o MEL will do the water quality analyses fore the western side, and will coordinate the distribution of the 

sediment samples to external labs for specialty analyses. 

o USGS will do all of the water quality sites not done by the Counties and will do the summer sediment and 

watershed health sampling at all of those sites plus the sites in Thurston and Skagit Counties. 

o Laboratories are being identified for bacteria analyses. A storage site or sites need to be identified for 

stream benthos samples. 

 All of the project partners will be visiting their sites this month to see if the reaches have gone dry and to consider 

what additional plans might be needed for estimating high flows during winter sampling events. 

 The contracting process for the streams monitoring will continue over the weeks ahead.

 At our last meeting the Committee agreed to move forward with three of the first four projects’ scopes of work. 

The Committee agreed that the fourth study should be staged as a two-stage project. The first contract would 

focus on developing a better understood and well-defined scope of work and budget for the study. The study itself 

would then be implemented as a new project pending approval of the deliverables of the first project. 

 The contracting process for the other three effectiveness studies is underway.

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DIRECTIONS TO THE USGS OFFICE IN DOWNTOWN TACOMA

Public transportation: Take express buses from Olympia or Seattle to the last stop at 10
th

 and Commerce in downtown Tacoma. Walk 

up the ramp in the middle of the block on Commerce (to the left of the Pierce Transit bus shop and along the fountains) to 

Broadway Plaza at the top and across the street to at 934 Broadway. [If your express bus drops you at the Tacoma Dome Station, 

take the Link train to the last stop, walk back on Commerce to 9
th

 and up the hill to Broadway. Turn left and walk to 934 

Broadway.] The entrance to the USGS office is via elevator at the end of the lobby on the right. Go to the third floor and sign in 

with the receptionist. 

Driving directions: Northbound or Southbound on I-5, take exit 133 City Center to I-705 and exit A Street. Turn left on S 11
th

 Street 

and go uphill to Market Street. Turn right on Market Street. The entrance to the Rhodes Center’s parking garage is on your left 

under the skybridge. Park on the upper floors for $1/hour; clearly marked State vehicles park for free. Cross the skybridge to the 

Market Building of the Rhodes Center. Walk through the Market Building and across another skybridge to the Broadway Building. 

There is a bank of elevators near the atrium on the left. Take the elevator to the first floor, exit the building to Broadway, and walk a 

few doors to the left to 934 Broadway. The entrance to the USGS office is via elevator at the end of the lobby on the right. Go to the 

third floor and sign in with the receptionist. 
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
